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CHILDREN’S SUNFLOWER – RUNNER BEAN COMPETITION 9th August 2026

Hartlebury Parish Council welcomes Children of the Parish to enter the Sunflower – Runner Bean competition free of charge.  This year we would like to introduce a Children’s grow the longest Runner Bean competition to run alongside the Sunflower competition.

We have 3 competitions for children to enter, 1. Grow the tallest Sunflower.  2. Grow the widest Sunflower.  3. Grow the longest Runner Bean.  You are welcome to enter all 3 competitions.

Sunflowers and Runner beans are available to be collected from the MUGA car park on Saturday 16th May 2026 between 4pm-6pm, but don’t worry if you can’t make this date, Sunflowers-Runner Beans can be collected or delivered to you.

We would like the children to measure the height and width of the Sunflower and measure the length of the Runner bean.  Then send in the measurements before the 3rd August to c.atkinson@hartlebury-pc.gov.uk.
Please measure the Sunflower from the base of the plant.

After the council have received all the measurements in, we will pick the 3 tallest Sunflowers the 3 widest Sunflower and pick the 3 longest Runner Beans, we will then come along to confirm your measurements during the week commencing 3rd August.

Sunflowers and Runner Beans must be placed in a safe location in your garden, they must be secured so that they will not blow away, and in a position that will not cause a danger, injury, or damage to a third party.  Owners are held solely responsible for the safety and security of their sunflower & runner bean.  Hartlebury Parish Council shall accept NO liability in respect of any claim.
All owners are responsible for clearing away their own Sunflower- Runner Bean plants.  Hartlebury Parish Council reserve the right to change the date due to severe weather conditions.

Sunflowers and Runner Beans will be judged by the Council, and the winning 1st, 2nd & 3rd prize for each category will be announced at the Tap House marquee on 9th August at 5.30pm
